This evening is being hosted by David Shepherd, CBE, FRSA, FRGS, one of the country’s best-known 
artists and one of the world’s most outspoken conservationists.  Whilst David is most famous for his 
paintings of wildlife, especially endangered species, he also paints railways, aircraft and landscapes.  
David is donating one of his most famous wildlife pieces to raffle. We are expecting a maximum 
attendance so that we can achieve a worthy donation for our “Bomber Boys”.  

Dress for this special evening will be black tie, or full Military Mess Dress.

On arrival you will enjoy a welcome drink reception which will commence at 19.15, where you can 
mix with your fellow guests and celebrities, veterans and other representatives of Bomber Command.
